Ve svém autorském soélovém predstaveni se madarsky performer
pokousi priblizit zanru, ktery je v .umeéni vyhradni doménou beletrie
afilmu - sci-fi. Hlavni hrdina v tomto experimentu cestuje mezi planetami
a dimenzemi. Do vesmiru vysilané zpravy zlstévaji bez odezvy. Kazdy
marny pokus o navazani komunikace ale narusuje realitu a on se ocité
na GAP - v meziprostoru, na planeté, na které se v prazdnoté vznasi
pouhé fragmenty. V prostoru mezi tim, co existuje, a tim, co neexistuje.
Tento propad ale vytvari vztah mezi minulosti a budoucnosti, jevistém
a hledistém, jedincem a spolec¢nosti, ¢lovékem a mimozemskymi

formamizivota.

In his original production, the Hungarian performer tries to approach
a genre which is an exclusive domain of the fiction and film - the sci-fi. In
this experiment, the protagonist travels between planets and
dimensions as well. Messages sent into space have pre-determined
results, efficiency is almost impossible. Each time he fails, the plain of
reality is impaired, he finds himself on GAP which is an intermediate
space, a planet where only fragments float in the void. This is the gap
between the existent and non-existent. However, this failure creates
relation in between the past and future, auditorium and stage, individual
and the community, humanity and extra-terrestrial life forms.
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Imre Vass po dokoncenf studia na Budapestské skole soucasného tance
spolupracoval nejen s madarskymi tanecniky - jako jsou napriklad Adrienn
Hod (HODWORKS), Réka Szabd (The Symptoms), Anikd Zsalakovics
(Andax Theatre), Eszter Gal (Company ST), Gabor Goda (Artus) - ale
napr. i se znamou skupinou Ultima Vez belgického choreografa Wima
Vandekeybuse, kterd na jeho tvorbu méla zésadni vliv.

V roce 2007 debutoval jako choreograf s inscenaci Danse Macabre.
Autorska predstaveni tohoto nonkonformniho tane¢nika majf blize k fyzic-
kému divadlu ¢i meditaci nez k tane¢nim choreografiim v pravém smyslu
slova, pocitaji s improvizaci a napojenim na publikum. Jako nezavisly
umélec se podilel na projektu madarské organizace Workshop
Foundation s nédzvem Research into the Unknown / Prozkoumdvani
nezndma. Vystupem tohoto projektu bylo predstaveni Quantumology,
které Imre Vass vytvoril spolu se Zsoltem Sérésem. V roce 2011 vytvoril
sérii predstaveni Expectant / Cekaj/’cf, jehoz tvodnf dilo zfskalo specialni
cenu na Budapestském Fringe festivalu. V roce 2012 Vass ziskal prestiznf
rezidenci L1, v rdmci niz méla inscenace GAP svou premiéru. Je také
Gcastnikem programu  Evropskych uméleckych stazi SPAZIO za
Madarsko.

After graduating from the Budapest Contemporary Dance School, Imre
Vass worked together with Hungarian artists e.g. Adrienn Héd
(HODWORKS), Réka Szab6é (The Symptoms), Aniké Zsalakovics
(Andax’ Theatre), Eszter Gél (Company ST), Gabor Goda (Artus) and
also with Wim Vandekeybus from the famous Belgian dance group Ultima
Vez who chiefly influenced his work.

In 2007 he produced his debut choreography called Danse Macabre.
The original productions of this nonconformist artist resemble rather
physical theatre or meditations than dance choreographies in the true
sense of word. Imre makes great use of improvisation and works with
response of the audience. He participated in the project entitled Research
into the Unknown (Workshop Foundation) as an independent artist and
together with Zsolt Sérés, they created a production Quantumology. The
first part of his performance series entitled Expectant won the special
prize at Budapest Fringe Festival. He received L1 residency in 2012, were
his latest production was premiered. Imre Vass is the Hungarian partici-
pant of the European Artists' Scholarship Program SPAZIO.
